As for data loading, the first thing needs to be considered is services level agreement( SLAS). A service level agreement (SLA) defines the level of service expected from the service provider. The level of service definitions should be specific and measurable in each area. This allows the quality of service to be bench marked.  also the security of data loading should be considered. need to setup data security phrase. even some errors might happen, those can be fixed, not a big problems.
As for RDBMS performance tuning, it works well at server end on setting parameters, specially for lager data. it is very popular in data analytic. Save money and consistency and simple understanding, minimize disk contention efficient use table.
