However, there exists copy right problems. So this method is less happen.

the last method called Affiliate hijacking, the affiliate is able to hijack the organic search listing, thereby ensure the affiliate’s code was tracking for all of the organic search purchase. That means everything purchase that come through organic search is credited to affiliate.

As a whole, to monitor the negative SEO, the most important one is closely watch out affiliate tracking on the organic search and analytic.
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
